Risk factors include experience of loss, loneliness, discrimination, a
relationship break-up, financial problems, chronic pain and illness, violence, abuse, and conflict or
other humanitarian emergencies. The strongest risk factor for suicide is a previous suicide attempt.

Suicide is an emerging and serious public health issue in India. However, it is preventable with timely,
evidence-based and often low-cost interventions. The suicide mortality rate per 100 000 population in
2016 was 16.5, while the global average was 10.5 per 100 000. The most vulnerable are the 15-29-year
old’s, the elderly, and persons with special needs. The Mental Healthcare Act, 2017 decriminalizes
suicide, assuring adequate medical relief to those attempting it. This is a landmark development
ensuring dignity and a humane perspective to the issue. The National Mental Health Programme and
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Health and Wellness Centres under the Ayushman Bharat Program are efforts to provide quality care at
the primary health care level. Deaddiction centres and rehabilitation services are also available. A
strengthened system for quality data on suicides (attempted and deaths) from vital registration,
hospital-based systems and other surveys for formulating policies and subsequent monitoring are
effective suicide prevention initiatives. Strengthening life-skill trainings and counselling in educational
institutions, workplace etc. further supplement prevention policies.

4.Advance Directives: The law allows individuals to create advance directives, which are legal
documents that specify their preferences for mental health care and treatment in case they become
incapable of making decisions in the future due to their mental health condition.

5.Mental Health Review Boards: The act establishes Mental Health Review Boards to safeguard the
rights of individuals with mental illness and oversee certain aspects of their care and treatment.

6. Cases in Gujarat

As many as 3,002 students killed themselves between 2017 and 2021 in , revealed data from the
National Crime Records Bureau (NCRB) and the Accidental Deaths and Suicides in India (ADSI)
report. The highest number of deaths, 638, was reported in 2017, followed by 622 in 2021, the data
showed. The data compiled by the Gujarat Pradesh Congress Committee (GPCC) showed that 56,013
students, including 30,488 boys and 25,525 girls, committed suicide during this period in India. In a
statement, GPCC said seven medical students killed themselves in Gujarat in 2022. The party claimed
the deaths resulted from the bad educational policy in the state and country, as well as increasing levels
of anxiety and depression among students due to decreasing employment opportunities. The party said
three students from premier institutes ended their lives in 2020, 2021, and 2023. Party spokesperson
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Manish Doshi said that the state should adequately counsel students and take measures to control
anxiety and other psychological disorders in students by monitoring their mental health regularly.

There has been a marked increase in the number of suicides in Gujarat in 2021, compared to the
previous year. Data provided by the Union government in the Rajya Sabha on Wednesday said that
while 8,050 cases of suicide were reported in Gujarat in 2020, the number to 8,789 in 2021, a 9.1%
increase. Rajya Sabha member Jose Mani had asked for details on the number of suicides in the country
in the last five years in each state. He also asked whether the government has commissioned a report on
the high rate of suicides in the country and steps taken to prevent suicides. In his written reply, Union
minister of state for home Nityanand Rai said that according to the findings of the National Mental
Health Survey 2015-16, the risk of suicide was highest in the 40-49 years age group.
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7. Cases in Rajsthan and other states

Over the last five and a half years, at least 25 students have died by suicide after they were subjected to
ragging, the University Grants Commission (UGC) has revealed. In reply to a Right To Information
(RTI) query filed by RTI activist Chandrashekhar Gaur, the UGC said that these complaints were
registered with the central body between January 1, 2018 to August 1, 2023. Maharashtra and Tamil
Nadu have reported four deaths each followed by Odisha with three deaths. Andhra Pradesh, Rajasthan,
Uttar Pradesh, and Telangana have reported two deaths each. One death has been reported from
Chhattisgarh, Himachal Pradesh, Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh, West Bengal and Punjab. Of the four cases
of suicide in T.N., three were reported from Chennai — two from the Indian Institute of Technology-
Madras and one from Jayagovind Harigopal Agarwal Agarsen College. The fourth suicide was reported
from the Government Medical College in Thoothukudi district. In Maharashtra, there were two
incidents from 11T-Bombay and two each from Topiwala National Medical College and MGM Medical
College. Of the 25 cases, eight were reported in 2018, two in 2019, two in 2020, four in 2022 and nine
in 2023. UGC Chairman Mamidala Jagadesh Kumar told The Hindu that UGC maintains a dedicated
24X7 anti-ragging helpline for students. “The UGC anti-ragging cell serves as a bridge between the
students and educational authorities. Reports and complaints received through the helpline are
escalated to appropriate authorities for timely action,” Mr. Kumar said.

Mr. Kumar said that UGC gets information from the helpline on the type of assistance requested by
students, such as those related to distress calls. Mr. Kumar refrained from specifying the number but
said, “We do get a large number of calls from across the country.” He further said the UGC takes up
cases when they are reported by the media or when it receives complaints.
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Mr. Kumar said that it is very unfortunate that most cases are reported from engineering or medical
colleges. “Universities must create avenues for students to talk freely about their feelings. Such
students need support and understanding and should be encouraged to seek professional help at the
university’s counselling centre,” he said. “The issue of student suicides is a complex and multifaceted
challenge. UGC regulations on curbing the menace of ragging in higher educational institutions provide
clear guidelines and mandates all institutions to prevent ragging and help students avoid taking extreme
steps,” he said. Students, teachers, and parents must be educated about mental health, stress
management, and identifying signs of distress. “We should de-stigmatise and encourage students to
seek mental health support,” he added.

8. Conclusion and recommendations

The situation with suicide is complex and can change over time, influenced by various factors such as
socioeconomic conditions, mental health awareness, and access to mental health services. However,
some general observations and recommendations:

campaigns and support groups, can be effective in reducing suicide rates.

v.Access to Lethal Means: Reducing access to lethal means of suicide, such as pesticides and firearms,
can save lives.

policymakers make informed decisions and target interventions more effectively.

The term/expression of “Forensic Science” entails what almost every human being knows what its
functionality and function is. Forensic Science is not a matter of law that can be introduced in
Parliament and that the President must sign it. But it is such a science which helps in the process of
procuring justice in civil and criminal cases. It helps to find/trace crime, time of crime, place of crime,
as well as to apprehend the criminal who has perpetrated a crime through such tests.

Forensic Science is such a scientific screening/testing which helps in the process of procuring justice in
chemistry, medicine, surgery, physiology, and photography techniques. It is also used for signature
verification in civil courts as well as screening/testing of samples of signature. Hence, the process of
justice can be smoothened quite easily and successfully.

With the advent of Forensic Science and its varied branches, screening/testing methods have changed
completely in such a manner that it has become an integral part of our judicial system. In the present
age, whenever any question/issue arises regarding the parentage/fatherhood of a child, it can be
resolved with the help of a DNA Test. Hence, (we can say that) the terms “Judiciary” and “Forensic
Science” are entwined with each other.

2. What is Forensic Science?

Forensic Science bridges the gap between the Police and the Court in the Criminal Justice System. The
police are entrusted with the task of investigating crime whereas it is the prerogative of the judge
(sitting in a court) to decipher the truth. Forensic Science helps in distinguishing right from wrong by
establishing truth scientifically and thereby adducing all the evidences with it. It holds a pivotal
position in the present era of “crime” and ““criminals”.

The word “Forensic” comes from the Latin word “Forensis”, which means “before the forum”. In short,
in case if any event of crime is perpetrated, Forensic Science is used to help us in deciphering all the
important aspects like the place and time of the incident, the age of the deceased, the way the death
occurred, the circumstances what caused death, etc. by delving into its roots in order to detect and solve
crime.

Whatever evidence is supposed to be investigated; it is done so in a Forensic Science Laboratory.
Forensic science evidence is admissible by the courts. Forensic science is a subjective law whereas
Forensic Science Laboratory is a procedural law.

3. Branches of Forensic Science

1. Toxicology: It is the analysis and identification of poisons and drugs in the body. Forensic
toxicology is the application of such analysis to cases in which death or injury may have been
caused by the ingestion of drugs or poisons. By far the most common kinds of cases examined by
foreign toxicologists involve drunk or drugged driving. In addition to drunk or drugged driving
cases, foreign toxicologists handle cases in which there has been an overdose of illicit drug, which
may contribute to or cause death.
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2. Forensic Anthropology: This branch of Forensic Science deals with the identification of people
who can no longer be identified by the usual methods. It basically involves the analysis of skeletal
remains to ascertain the age, height, sex as well as other characteristics to establish an identity of
the deceased. It is done mainly in the events of mass casualties, such as bombing, train and
aeroplane crashes, road accident, etc.

3. Forensic Odontology: The hardest material produced by our body is enamel and hence, remains
are often found with intact teeth. When it is not possible to identify such remains by any other
method, the teeth are analyzed to establish identity. This helps in the identification of bodies in
times of mass disasters. It also involves the analysis of bite marks.

4. Forensic Biology: This branch of Forensic Science deals with the analysis of biological evidence
such as blood, semen, saliva, skin, hair, etc. It is then used to establish a connection between the
victim and the perpetrator.

5. Criminalistics: It is the branch of Forensic Science which involves the analysis of evidence that is
brought into existence by criminal activity. Such evidence might include drugs, weapons,
fingerprints, blood, and trace evidence among others.

6. Impression and Pattern Evidence: Evidence for impression is the evidence produced when two
objects meet sufficient force to produce an “impression”. This can include a two-dimensional
impression, such as a bullet mark. Examination of pattern proof requires finding and evaluating
additional details within a given perception. When used in conjunction, impression and pattern
evidence can help in establishing vital links between a suspect/tool to a crime scene.

7. Trace Evidence: Example of trace evidence include substance such as fibers, diet, hair, bullet,
residue, wood, and pollen. It derives its name from its ability to be easily transferable during crime
between object, people, or climate. Trace evidence also plays a crucial role in linking the
perpetrator to the victims’ shoes which may provide vital clauses as to the location of the crime and
thus help identify the perpetrator.

8. Cyber Forensics: It includes the study of electronics data and physical storage devices, such as pen
drives, hard disks, etc. Its main purpose is to recognize, store, retrieve, evaluate, and present fact
and opinion on digital content. This is mostly used to prosecute cyber crimes as well as civil events.

4. Cases Solved with the help of Forensic Science

1. Patan Gangrape Case: When sexual exploitation/victimization for procuring marks had been
going on for many years in Patan P.T.C. College, one day it so happened that one girl student
became unconscious during prayer time. When she was sent for medical check-up/examination, it
was confirmed that she had been raped. Hence, DNA test was performed immediately after
collecting sperm, hair, clothes, and other things in the FSL (Forensic Science Laboratory Division).
It proved that the lecturers/readers/professors of the Patan College were guilty. They were then
sentenced to life imprisonment.

2. Sunanda Death Case: Sunanda Pushkar's dead body was found in Delhi five-star hotel on 17th
January, 2014. In the first postmortem report, it was mentioned that her death was caused due to
poisoning. But the viscera report was totally different. Dr. Gupta, Head of AIMS Delhi, confessed
that he was pressurized to change the report.

3. Hari Om @ Hero vs State of Uttar Pradesh: The case involved six accused who were
convictedfor dacoity and murder of four individuals. Three of the convicted persons were acquitted
by the High Court while sentences were imposed on others, i.e., life imprisonment for Sanjay @
Sanju and Saurabh @ Sanju and death sentence for Hari Om were confirmed. The conviction for
Sanjay and Saurabh was primarily based on finger print examination, which matched the latent
prints found on the items in the deceased’s house with exemplar prints of the appellants.

5. The Importance of Forensic Science in Crimes

Even in today's modern era, when technology is developing (for the betterment of mankind), there are
incidents wherein people use it to perpetrate crime. Yet, this technology itself proves helpful in nabbing
any culprit who perpetrates crime. It means that whenever any criminal perpetrates crime, both the
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court and the police utilize Forensic Science with a view to reach to the roots of crime by way of
criminal investigation. All objects, which are found at the crime spot, are sent for investigation to the
Forensic Science Laboratory which ultimately lead to nab the culprit. Forensic Science plays a pivotal
role to nab culprits in the (nefarious) world of crime.

A crime scene investigator takes substance from the body for testing with a swab at the spot of crime in
case of culpable homicide, rape, grievous hurt, suicide, self-immolation which helps the police officer
to investigate case when, for example, he takes possession of blood stains, or if needed, even clothes,
weapons and other things swabbed from both the culprit and the deceased; in case of rape, clothes of
both the victim and the culprit. In case if blood, sperm, flammable liquid, or drug stain on such seized
items is found, all information about its substances and what immediate consequences can it lead to is
ascertained from the Forensic Science Laboratory by its experts. Thus, it helps by leading the police
officer to the criminal.

Forensic Science Laboratory conducts procedures of scientific analysis in its different departments. It is
on basis of this scientific analysis that experts provide their findings. In case, if these experts possess
any education, practice, qualification, and experience with respect to analysis, their evidence will be
recognized in the judicial proceeding. Thus, findings of the Forensic Science Laboratory prove to be
useful.

6. Conclusion

Since Forensic Science is a scientific method, it proves to be a blessing for the Criminal Justice
System. Its procedures are so highly technologically advanced that it can identify the culprit. Each
human being possesses a distinct manner (or tendency) to perpetrate a crime. Similarly, Forensic
Science possesses varied procedures to produce evidence of crime.

Secondary data with respect to Stock Split announcement is collected for the year 2010-2019. Sample
is consisted of 14 selected stocks from Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE). The research paper has been
examining the impact of Stock Split on Share prices with the help Wilcoxon Sign Rank Test. The
analysis of the results of Wilcoxon Sign Rank Test depicts that there was significant effect of the stock
split announcement on the stock prices of the shares in all the companies under consideration.

It is reduction in the individual share prices for the benefit of the
corporate entities. This study “Effects of Stock Split Announcements on Stock Prices of Mid-Cap
Companies (Listed on BSE) in India” has been undertaken with the aim to know the effect of stock
split announcements on the share prices of the companies.

Bajaj, P. et al. (2017) “Effect of Stock Split on Shareholder’s Wealth and Company’s Profitability”.

The authors of the study have examined Earning Per Share (EPS), Dividend Per Share (DPS), Return

on Equity (ROE), Price Earnings Ratio (PE), overall shareholders’ wealth and overall profitability of

the company to know the significant change if any, after stock split in comparison to before split issue.

T-test with the help of SPSS program has been applied to analyze the objectives of the study and to

know the effects. The results of the study depicts that there is no significant influence on the

shareholders wealth and companies' profitability after the event of stock split.

Koech, P. K. (2013) “The Effect of Stock Splits Announcements on Stock Prices of Publicly Quoted

Firms in Kenya”. The general objective of the study is to know the effect of stock split announcements
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on the prices of the shares of the firms listed on Nairobi Securities Exchange (NSE). The author also
analyzed the time period effect on stock prices to adjust the split announcement and also to analyze
extent and directions of price change due to stock split announcement. The event study methodology
has been utilized to analyze the data of stock split. The findings of the study suggest that the event of
stock split effects the stock prices which persists for not more one month period.

Adisetiawan, R. (2018) “Does Stock Split Influence to Liquidity and Stock Return? (Empirical
Evidence in the Indonesian Capital Market)”. The study is undertaken to examine the influence of stock
split on stock liquidity and to find out return of individual as well as group of stock. The author has
undertaken the study on secondary data collected from the Indonesia Stock Exchange. The author has
used two different averages and multiple regression as model to test the hypothesis. The finding of the
study explains influence of stock prices, trading volume and bid-ask spread by the announcement of
stock split. However, stock split did not influence stock risk and abnormal return of an individual as
well as group of stocks as a portfolio.

Shirur, S. (2008) “Dilemma of Corporate Action: Empirical Evidence of Bonus Issue vs. Stock Split”.
The author of the study has considered various factors such as promoter stake, rate of growth of sales,
share price increase, beta and profit to analysis the conditions of the company under which it take
action of bonus issue or stock split. The author tried to investigate the effect on these variables with
reference to companies taken corporate actions and the nifty companies. The findings of the study show
significant difference between companies issuing bonus shares and the Nifty companies. The study also
disclosed that in the case of factors like growth of sales, growth of profit and beta there is no significant
difference in companies going for stock split as compared to Nifty companies. However in case of
increase in share price and promoter stake there is significant difference between companies going for
split and Nifty companies.

Yogue, J., et al. (2009) “Stock Split Size, Signaling and Earning Management: Evidence from the
Spanish Market”. The objectives of the study are to find effect of stock split on Spanish investor, on
advice of the Financial Analysts and on operating profitability of the companies. The study has been
undertaken on 45 non-financial companies going for stock split during 9 years and event study
methodology has been used to analyze the same. The conclusion of the study represents positive
impression of stock split on the Spanish Investors as well as on forecasts of Financial Analysts. It has
also been found that the announcement of stock split has been made by the companies having
significant operating profitability prior to the event of stock split.

3. Research Methodology

3.1 Scope of the study

The scope of the study is limited to the Mid-Cap companies listed on Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE).
Scope is also limited to the period of 10 years starting from 2010.

3.2 Population and Sample Selection

The secondary data i.e. prices of stocks of the companies are collected from various websites. The
event window comprises of 30 days prior to announcement and 30 days post announcement. The
announcement date is designated as day “0” in the event period. The criterion for the selection of Stock
split sample is based on availability of data in the event window and estimation period. Thus 14
companies made it to the final sample of the study. The public announcement date for split was taken
from the website of SEBI www.sebi.gov.in. The daily closing prices were used for computing the event
returns.

3.3 Objective
The objective of the study is to measure the effect of Stock Split announcement on stock prices of the
Mid-Cap companies registered on Bombay Stock Exchange (BSE).

3.4 Hypotheses
The following hypotheses have been formulated to achieve the desired objectives of the present study:
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Ho: There is no significant difference in average of before and after Stock Split stock prices of BSE
companies.
Hi: There is some significant difference in average of before and after Stock Split prices of BSE
companies.

3.5 Research Tools

3. To study the opinions of teachers regarding academic improvement of the students, their
suggestions for the efficient functioning of the semester system.

4. To study the opinions of students regarding content, syllabus coverage, availability of resources,
evaluation, feedback, and declaration of result.

3. Limitations of the study

The study is delimited to Std. XI (Science stream) of New English Secondary School, Faith School,
Silver Green Higher Secondary School, and Grow More Higher Secondary School affiliated to Gujarat
State Board English Medium Schools of Himatnagar taluka in Gujarat. The study has considered all the
teachers of Std. XI (Science stream) who teaches under the semester system and students of those
respective schools.

4. Population
Eight English Medium Schools affiliated to GSHSEB of Himatnagar Taluka of Gujarat state
constitute the population for the present study.

5. Sample

In the present study sampling of respondents will draw in the following manner.

5.1 Schools

In order to draw out sample from the population and for the sampling of schools the investigator
adopted simple random sampling. The investigator randomly selected four English Medium Schools
having higher secondary section of Himatnagar Taluka of Gujarat. These Schools are New English
Secondary School, Faith School, Silver Green Higher Secondary School, and Grow More Higher
Secondary School.

5.2 Sample of Teachers and Students

This tool consists 07 items in the Check-list. The items cover the various aspects of semester system
like Content, syllabus coverage and availability of resources, feedback by teachers, timely evaluation
and declaration of result etc.

6.2 Questionnaire for Teachers

The investigator prepared Questionnaire tools with some modification in the items from already
prepared questionnaire of Ladhera (2011) which was used to study the continuous and comprehensive
Evaluation scheme being implemented in CBSE school of Vadodara city. The questionnaire consist
close-ended as well as open-ended questions. It focuses on major aspects of semester system in school
like curriculum, teaching methodology, assessment pattern and suggestion by the teacher for the
efficient functioning of the same.

7. Data collection

The
Checklist for the students was analyzed using the frequency count and percentage.

8.1 Analysis for questionnaire for teachers

Following are the questions and their respective opinion given by sample of teachers of school
represented in the form of percentage and description.

a. If yes, then specify why?

Majority of the teacher (75%) responded that a course arranged under the semester system is
satisfactory. According to them with time span it is perfectly arranged to read out and to complete the
course within time with revision. Students have the opportunity to learn every topic in detail especially
as per MCQ system. They are also fully co-operated to their teachers. The syllabus is as per the
NCERT pattern. But somehow the teacher has to face the problems in 1% semester due to the shortage
of time and late admission of students in a particular subject like physics & mathematics. The subjects
are new and difficult for them. Therefore, teachers need more time to explain and make the student
understand clearly. The courses arranged are sufficient for the duration of semester and equally
weighted according to marks. This system is very convenient for students to understand.

b. If no, then specify why?

Very few teachers (25%) stated the courses arranged under the semester system are not satisfactory.
The course is very lengthy and hard for students. The Teachers need to do work hard like machines by
time consumption. Examples and text book questions are not in proper proportion.

Q-2 Do you feel that semester system has given you an opportunity to adopt alternate teaching
methods?

Very few teachers (10%) responded that semester system has not given an opportunity to adopt
alternate teaching methods.

Majority of the teachers (90%) responded that they used lecture method, discussion, practical work,
quiz methods in their classroom teaching. They are having a caliber to change the teaching method
according to the needs and demands of students. They stated that they focus on the subject from
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starting of the semester without wasting time in unusual holiday then everything can be done in proper
way. But some time due to shortage of time there is a pressure of course completion. The objective
pattern helps to train students for competitive examination.

Q-3 Are you satisfied with the evaluation pattern for assessing the students under the semester
system?[Yes/No]

a. If No, then specify why?

Most of the teachers (80%) responded that they are not satisfied with the evaluation pattern. They
stated that evaluation under the semester system is the overall evaluation of four semesters. From that it
is very difficult to judge whether the student is poor in subjective or objective. It should be average
system for every semester. In the semester system there is MCQ pattern of 300 marks out of 400 marks
so they can’t evaluate the student exactly what the caliber he or she has. The student should be
examined for objective and subjective pattern in each semester. It is complicated to understand
evaluation pattern even parents are not familiar with it.

b. If Yes, then specify why?
Very few teachers (20%) are satisfied with the evaluation pattern. For the whole year the students are
having seriousness to read and to work out with their syllabus.

Q-4 Do you think that this semester system will help in the academic improvement of the
students? [yes/No]
A . If yes, then please specify how?

Majority of the teachers (80%) responded that the semester system will help in the academic
improvement of the students because the students have to work hard for the whole year. They have to
work out regularly because of this system. Students should not felt burden of the lessons. They may get
education stress less and fearless. They have the opportunity to study in detail and enhance their
knowledge. Its time period is very less. Therefore students have to work hard with active position of
mind. The teachers viewed that if students put more interest in study then only it can help to make
overall academic improvement. Students acquired knowledge as well as creativity by this semester
system.

B. If no, then please specify why?

Few teachers (20%) opined for most of the students it does not work because they are having very
poor, basic and even not able to take science stream but if they are taking they should be go with the
subjective method. The students do not get enough time for preparation of competitive exams. If
students will get adaptation then only the semester system is possible otherwise not.
Q-5 Please give some positive and negative points of semester system according to you?

Positive point- The students are continuous with the study due to the semester examination. They are
active and alert.

Semester system is
good and easy for students because chapters are divided into two parts. But some topic should be
arranged to be remember for long time.

Negative point- In semester one and three only MCQ questions is there but some descriptive questions
should be involved to look out their writing skill. Sometimes students make only circle blindly in MCQ
questions as they have no negative marking. Total marks from all semester are calculated. Students
have to prepare only some portion of syllabus and their listening capacity are also decreasing.
The duration of the semester is very short and it is not divided properly. 1% semester is very short and
2"d semester is long. The students do not get enough time for deeply understanding of the topics. There
IS also a chance to increase copy because of MCQ pattern. The content division is not appropriate in
both semesters.
Q-6 what suggestions would you like to give for the efficient functioning of the semester system?
Please specify.

e Majority of the teachers opined that for efficient functioning of semester system it should be started

in proper time and there is ratio of 70/30 of subjective and MCQ pattern.
e There must be restriction of passing in each semester so that there will be seriousness and sincerity
in the student in each semester because if some students are getting 132 in two semester they don’t
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be serious in next two semester. If there is an application of MCQ pattern in exam then MCQ can be
asked in different way so that we can check their real ability.

e The examination pattern should be very strict. It needs to be changed. In most of the school's
teachers and students are not interested in practical so for better understanding regarding its
importance it must be focused.

o Make all the exams subjective and descriptive. Not only objective exam should be there.

e Time duration of the odd and even semester is not sufficient because of this there is difficulty in
completion of syllabus. Therefore, it should be improved. The school should conduct alternate
semester examination rather internal assessment. Reduce the syllabus considerably and use of
practical should be more frequent.

e One good system and assessment, evaluation system should be maintained for the entire scholastic
work.

8.2 Analysis of check-list for students
The item wise analysis of the check-list was done and the scores were calculated and later on converted
into percentages which reveals in Table 1. The following are the interpretations made Item-wise from
the analysis of Check-list answered by Students of Std. XI (Science stream) from four Schools of
Himatnagar taluka.
